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® Product features

1) The game pad is equipped with digital buttons "UP", "DOWN?", "LEFT", "RIGHT", "A(X)," B(o), "X(),"
Y(8), "L1% "R1% "L3" "R3", "HOME", "SELECT", "START", "TURBOQ", "CLEAR" and two analog buttons
“L2" "R2" and two analog 3D joysticks.

2) There are four custom keys M1, M2, M3, and M4 on the back of the game pad.

3) Supports Switch games, compatible with all button functions of the original Switch game pad.
4) Built-in dual motors, high-precision 3D rocker.

5) Provides 4 LED indicator states.

6) PC supports X-INPUT and D-input modes.

7) Right 3D rocker with RGB light effect, ABXY keys with light.

Equipped with a 2.4g wireless MINI receiver.

e Connection

Connecting the Gamepad to PC:

Insert the 2.4g wireless MINI receiver into the USB port of the PC, press the HOME button on the
game pad, and all four LED lights will flash simultaneously to establish a connection. Once connected
to the receiver, the LED1 light remains steady, the right 3D light turns blue, and the PC defaults to x-
INPUT mode..

Connecting the Gamepad to the Switch Console:

Insert the 2.4g wireless MINI receiver into the USB port located at the base of the Switch console and
press the HOME button on the game pad. The four LED lights will flash simultaneously to initiate the
connection process. Once the game pad is successfully linked, the console's channel light will stay lit,
and the right 3D light will be blue. When connected to the Switch console, the A, B, X, Y button layout
corresponds to the output functions of the Switch game pad keys.

Connecting the Gamepad to an Android Device:

Insert the 2.4g wireless MINI receiver into the USB port of the Android device, press the HOME
button on the gamepad, and all four LED lights will flash simultaneously to establish a connection.
Upon successful connection with the receiver, the LED1 light remains steady, and the right 3D light

turnsblue.

HOME Button Operations

A) Press the HOME button on the game pad to power on when in the shutdown state. After powering
up, the four LED lights on the game pad will blink simultaneously to search for a connection, and they
will stay steady when connected to the receiver. If the host machine does not connect to the receiver,
the four LED lights will continue to blink. If the host machine fails to establish a connection with the
receiver within 30 seconds, the LED lights will turn off, and the game pad will enter sleep mode.
Pressing the HOME button again will restart the search for connections.

B) When connecting to a PC, hold down the HOME button for 5 seconds to switch between X-Input
and D-Input modes. In D-Input mode, LED1 and LED2 will be on.

Setting and Clearing the Continuous Transmission Function

A) When the gamepad is connected to a PC or Switch, hold down the TURBO key and press a function
key. Release both functions and press the TURBO key again. The TURBO key will automatically send
functions (except for the arrow key). After setting the sequential buttons on the gamepad, the right
3D lightwillturnred and blink.

B) To cancel the continuous transmission function of this key, you need to follow the above steps
again. After canceling the function, the right 3D light will blink from red to blue.

O) If multiple buttons are configured with sequential functions, press the CLEAR key to clear them.
M1, M2, M3, M4 Customized Key Settings

1) When connecting to a PC or Switch console, press M1 (or M2, M3, M4) while holding down the
TURBO key to enter the customized M1 key state. The 3D indicator on the right side of the game pad
will change from blue to green and blink, and one of the four channel indicators will turn off. Then,
quickly light up the bottom LED4 (M1, M2, M3, and M4 correspond to LED4, LED1, LED3, and LED2
respectively

2) After entering the self-defined state of the M1 key, press a key such as "A"; the illuminated LED4
will flash once, indicating that the "A" key has been mapped to M1. Press M1 again to exit the self-
defined state, and the four channel lights will return to their original state, while the 3D light will

change from green flashing to blue. Follow the same steps to set the M2, M3, and M4 keys.)

3) Clearing User-Defined Keys M1, M2, M3, M4 Functions:

A) Unified clearing function for M1, M2, M3, M4: When connecting to a PC, Switch console, or other
devices, press and hold the "Y" key and "B" key, then press the "HOME" key. This action will clear the
custom functions assigned to M1, M2, M3, and M4, disabling all functions after clearing.

B) For clearing an individual user-defined key, hold down the TURBO key and press M1 (or M2, M3, or
M4) to enter the customized state. Then, press M1 (or M2, M3, or M4) again to exit. This process will
clear the user-defined functions assigned to M1 (or M2, M3, or M4).
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e Charging, low poweralarm

1) Once the adapter is plugged in, the channel indicator will blink. When the game pad is fully
charged, the channelindicator will turn off.

2) During charging of the game pad, the corresponding channel light will blink slowly and remain on
onceitis fully charged.

3)If the game pad's battery voltage drops below 3.3V, the indicator of the corresponding channel will
blink toindicate low power, signaling the need to charge the game pad

e Sleep and forced shutdown

1) When connected, the game pad will automatically enter sleep mode after 5 minutes of inactivity,
with the LED indicator turning off. Press the HOME button to wake it up. If the receiveris active, it can
reconnect with the game pad and resume normal operation.

2) Press the HOME button to power on and search for a connection. If connection with the receiver is
not established within 30 seconds, the LED light will turn off, and the game pad will go to sleep.

3) To forcibly shut down the gamepad, regardless of its connection status, simultaneously press
SELECT+L3for 3 seconds

® Resetting the game pad

If the game pad malfunctions, such as incorrect key responses, game pad freezing, or connectivity
issues, reset the game pad to resolve the problem.

Reset: press the internal Reset button whichisin the hole on the back of the Gamepad.
